Purpose

The purpose of this policy is to ensure that members of our school community understand:

(a) The guidelines and process for withdrawing from MAP@BSC
The objective of this policy is to ensure that parents/carers of students in the MAP@BSC program are aware of the process when a student intends to withdraw from MAP@BSC.
Scope

This policy applies to all members of the MAP@ BSC community. 

Policy

1. Notice of at least 8 weeks intention to withdraw from MAP
2. Withdrawal/Exit categories


· BSC recommends you leave the program
· Student leaves without BSC recommendation

               The reasons above would require meetings with parents, student, teachers, and final sign off by Principal.

    3.     Refunds

Parents must request their refund, in writing, to the Business Manager within 7 days of the student withdrawal.

a) In the case of BSC recommending the student leave the program, the refund will be the balance of the remaining terms fees plus pro rata amount of the “variable costs” items per term ie: If the student attended a school approved camp ie : Alpine Camp for one full term they would be entitled to a refund of the costs below.

b) In the case of students leaving without BSC recommendation

Refunds will be made at a pro rata amount of the “variable costs” items per term ie: If the student attended a school approved camp ie : Alpine Camp for one full term they would be entitled to a refund of the costs below.

Variable Items are as follows eg:
	Camps (including transport)
	$150 per student per term                    

	Excursions (eg. PE, CE)
	$20 per student per term

	Community Lunches
	$25 per student per term

	Occupations Projects
	$20 per student per term





= 215 per term

Future Fund fees are non-refundable
